The Chief Operating Officer has responsibility not only for the finances of the School,
but also for the extensive land and buildings, maintenance department, grounds & gardens, catering, housekeeping &

domestic staff and all other support staff, as well as running the commercial trading arm of the School, Sedbergh
School Developments Limited.

Everyone who works at Sedbergh School has access to state-of-the-art gym facilities and a 25 metre swimming
pool for use around pupils and groups’ timetabled usage. There are also tennis courts, squash courts and many
other facilities available to staff in the School holidays.
